Look That Way!

Atchi muite hoi [scissors—paper—rock

and pointing] is a Japanese game.

First, two people play scissors—paper—

rock.

The rock wins over the scissors.

The scissors win over the paper.

The paper wins over the rock.




When you show the same one, you tie,

and play once again.

The one who won scissors—paper—rock
says ~Atchi muite hoi!” and indicates a

direction with a finger.
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Up, down, right, or left. Point in

whichever direction you want.

The other person turns his or her face
away from the direction pointed to by

the finger.

If you turn your face to the same
direction as the direction indicated by

the finger, you lose.
