Ikebana (Flower Arrangement)

Ikebana flower arrangement is one of

Japan'’s traditional cultural pursuits.

What you need are scissors, a kenzan

pinholder,

and a vase to arrange the flowers in.

First, place the kenzan pinholder in the

vase.

Pour in water.




Cut branches diagonally while immersing

them in water.
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Securely stick them on the kenzan

pinholder.

Then tilt it slightly.

First, you decide on the overall balance
of three elements chosen from among

branches and flowers.

Then add other flowers and leaves.

It is suggested to use short leaves to
cover up the kenzan pinholder. Try
arranging flowers the way you like with

your favorite branches and flowers.
